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Abstract

This research investigated the relationship between gender differences in property crime
offenders, factors of gender differences and monetary strain, self-control, and social bonds and
beliefs affecting or influencing the property crime offenders; and studied remedial approaches and
solutions to such crimes. Data were collected from 340 property crime offenders in 4 prisons —
the Samuthsakhon prison, the Nonthaburi prison, the Thonburi special prison, and the Thonburi
Women’s Correctional Institution for Women. The statistical applications were descriptive statistics,
t-tests, ANOVA (Analysis of Variance) and MCA (Multiple Classification Analysis).

Results revealed that gender differences did have a relationship with property crime in the
samples. Male offenders committed property crimes more often than female offenders. This
finding corresponded with the research hypothesis. It was further found that gender difference,
monetary strain, self-control, and social bonds— especially workplace attachment— affected property
crime significantly (p<0.001). The gender difference affected property crime as the covariate,
whereas monetary strain, self-control, and social bonds affected property crime as the main
effects, with statistical significance at the 0.001 level. Self-control affected property crime the
most followed by social bonds and monetary strain, respectively. These findings confirmed the
research hypothesis.
