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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) investigate the levels and directions of the correlation between related factors of English
teaching and an integration of online literacies in technological, cognitive, and ethical dimensions and 2) recommend
the guidelines for online literacies integration. Related factors of English teaching consisted of English teachers’ English
teaching experiences, English courses, seminar/workshop attendance about ICTs integration, instructional media used
both printed and online, using online programs/media, and the reasons of using it. Research design was the quanti-
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tative research using survey to collect data. Research instrument was a 5-point rating scale questionnaire consisting
of 3 main parts: 1) general information, 2) 40 close-ended question items: 14 for technological, 19 for cognitive and
7 for ethical dimensions, and 3) comments. The population in this study was 116 English teachers, both Thai and
foreign, working for the 3 autonomous universities in Southern Thailand. Eighty questionnaires (68.97%) were returned
and analyzed using descriptive statistics, matrix correlation, Chi-square (CrossTab), and Pearson moment correlation.

The findings showed that 1) related factors (i.e. English teachers’ English teaching experiences, seminar/workshop
attendance, English courses, instructional media used, and using online programs/media in English teaching) had
no correlation with online literacies integration 2) related factor about English teachers’ reasons of using online
programs/media in their teaching had no correlation with online literacies integration while English teachers’ personal
satisfaction of using online programs/media was the main factor that had a positive significant correlation with online
literacies integration in English teaching (r=.254*, p<0.05) and 3) English teachers’ using online programs/media in
their teaching (Google classroom, CNN learning resources, Edmodo, Webquest, and LMS) had a positive significant
correlation with the integration of a technological dimension (r=.424**, p<0.01, r=.221*, p<0.05, r=.274"*, p<0.01,
r=.202* p<0.05, r=.238%, p<0.05 accordingly). In addition, the amount of using online programs/media in their English
teaching in each course had a positive significant correlation with making students familiar with using online program/

media (r=.203%, p<0.05).
