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Parental Involvement in Children’s Education
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Abstract

Parental involvement in education is very important in children’s learning success. Previous studies have indicated
and confirmed the positive effects on children, such as encouraging children to be ready to attend school, supporting
children’s learning success and strengthening the social and emotional skills of children. Moreover, parental involvement
helps to prevent from riskbehaviours such as school dropout and aggressive behaviours, etc. This study presents the
overall concepts of parental involvement in children’s education. It is aimed to find out parental involvement definition,
level of involvements, models, and factors relatedto parental involvement in the education which will benefit parents,
schools and communities to support and promote effective practices and actions to help learners succeed in the future.
