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Abstract

This qualitative case study aimed to investigate the components in promoting educational management for social
justice in the three southern border provinces of Thailand. The participants in the research were 18 school administrators,
18 teachers and 9 directors of the Primary Education Service Area Offices (PESAO) in the three southern border
provinces. A purposeful selection was employed for the participant recruitment of the study. Interviews were employed
for the data collection.The data were analyzed using grounded theory methods. The study revealed that there were 7
components in promoting educational management for social justice in the three southern border provinces of Thailand:
1) Educational management in accordance with the social context 2) Development of management efficiency 3) Promoting
educational opportunities 4) Supporting educational resources equally and equally 5) Developing learners’ potential
6) Promotion of educational management for citizenship and 7) Promoting cultural acceptance.
