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Abstract

This research was aimed to study 1) the potentials of cultural tourism in Ban Hua Chin
community, Ratchaburi Province 2) propose the guideline of tourist development and the
solution for dealing with its problems and obstacles. Based on the mixed two research methodologies,
113 respondents were firstly simple random sampled from total amounts of 152 dwellers aged
more than or equal to 15 years old in the community to interview with the quantitative questionnaire
(reliability value =.9008). For the qualitative processes, 14 and 12 respondents were purposively
selected to in—depth interview and joint in focus group discussion respectively. The collected data
was then analyzed with Statistical Computer Program Package and the technique of content
analysis.

From the results it was found that the potentials of cultural tourism in four aspects ; area,
organization, activities and organization were evaluated at much level. And the guideline
proposed here was presented as follows:

-The government sector should support their budgets for the mobilization of continuous
tourist activities.

-The community should be promoted and supported to train about how to manage to
achieve the successful level.

-The community should be promoted and supported to learn in the good practices of
many tourist sites which could success in their business.

- The tourist site should be publicized through internet or websites, and mass media in
additional to many channels of provincial government offices.

~The tourist site should be promoted through many activities of active market promotion
approaches.

The problems found here were totally measured at much level. The organizational prob-
lems had its mean score at the highest level and the lower and lowest mean score were the
problems of activities and the problems of tourist site respectively. The solution of activities was
the highest mean score, and the lower and lowest score were the solution of organization and the
solution of tourist site respectively.
