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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the nature of stone throwing behavior. Describe
the stones throwing behavior with the imitation theory. And use the results presented to the
measure of prevention, control and crime solving problem. This study is documentary and
qualitative research, which used in-depth interview techniques in collection data from Inmates
and youth offenders, eight case studies of guilty of stones throwing circumstances.

The results showed that those offenses against the act throwing stones. Both solo and
group gang including used the vehicles involved in the criminal and not used the vehicles. The
victim vehicles are mostly trucks. Most of the areas are on the single lane streets and multiple
lanes street most of the time happened at night time. The reasons of crime are from misconduct
by the property and emulate from the news, some offender preparing the stone in advance and
some get the stones at the scene. Most of them have alcohol before offense. Imitation is known
about throwing stones cases before. In most cases, was recognized through the media. Attention
to the behavior of throwing stones that have been acknowledged. Feelings of offenders in this
case are presented through the media in both positive and negative aspects. Offender did not have
any information or knowledge about arrested and punishment. Majority of the offender believe
that throwing stones is easy to follow.

Therefore, it is suggested that the media should be presentations by focus on the issues
based on the penalty and punishment. The Government should have stronger law to control on
process of sale the alcohol. In the actions is to control gangs. Government agencies should

support the projects by inspection and make sure the community is safe.
