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Abstract

This mixed methods research study the following 1) problems of lacking supervision for pre-service teachers’
professional experiences of supervisors in the three southern border provinces 2) analysis of lacking supervision for
pre-service teachers’ professional experiences of supervisors in the three southern border provinces 3) priority of needs
assessment supervision for pre-service teachers’ professional experiences of supervisors in the three southern border
provinces 4) guidelines of supervision for pre-service teachers’ professional experiences of supervisors in the three
southern border provinces. The samples were supervisors, school administrator, student teachers, mentor teacher and
professional experience administration Committee. The research instruments were questionnaire and semi-structured
interview. Data were analyzed by using and thematic network analysis. The results were summarized as follows:
1) problems of lacking supervision including supervisors’ workload and the unrest situation of three southern border
provinces 2) analysis of lacking supervision including manpower of supervisors and significant impacts on their safety
3) priority of needs assessment of supervision including the roles of instructional supervision, the roles of the advisor,
the roles in creating collaboration with school and university and the roles in teaching evaluation 4) This study suggested
that in order to maximize supervision during unrest situation. it is critical that supervisors use Information Technology
